Fortunately, a ladies group from Zion Christian Church knew of the tradition of the Christmas Jar and
practiced it this year. They reached out to Family Promise just before Christmas asking if we had a family
that might benefit from this kindness. We did...a former guest family who had been in their own apartment
since the fall of 2020. The mother worked full time and they were able to make ends meet. She suddenly
lost her job when she had to miss work to do what we have all been afforded the privilege of doing; taking
care of a sick child. Gifting her the Christmas Jar enabled her to pay her electric bill, pick up a few
Christmas gifts and put a little aside for next month. She is actively looking for a job, but the Christmas Jar
enabled her to make it through the holiday season.

The Christmas Jar reminds us to keep the spirit of giving alive not just during the holidays but throughout
the year. This kindness cultivates generosity that embodies the true meaning of Christmas in our
community. Family Promise was honored to be part of this tradition. As we enter the New Year, may we be
reminded of these words from Galatians 6:10 "Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do good to all
people..."
